Then it cures into a hard plastic that can be sanded, drilled, polished and
painted.The introduction of the book covers in a lot more detail what epoxy clay is,how to use it and
how to create molds using silicone to cast the clay.Then it gets into the projects and versatility of the
fun medium. Using this clay to create mosaics and other decorating pieces, but also using it to
create jewelry.The jewelry projects are just absolutely inspiring and gorgeous. With a vintage effect
out of a fairly new material, they incorporate words, images, wire and other things and are finished

in ways that create a very artistic and dramatic look to the pieces.The effects in this book remind me



a lot of the feeling and look of steampunk. However you could use the same techniques to create
brighter and more modern pieces very easily.
