For example (spoiler alert), the last
devotional is Psalm 147. The author uses this as an example of how the Israelites had it together,
and even with all of our technology, we are somehow missing the big picture and giving proper
thanks to God. So... sure, that last part is the whole reason someone turns to a devotional. But |
mean, let’s think about it. The Psalm is written during the returning of the exiles. People that are
missing it, and have missed it just as much as their modern counterparts. If anything, it's a call to...
look how similar we are, despite the sparse of time.l tried to put the above aside, but | also struggled
with the male stereotypes used in the devotional. Apparently we are all sports-watching, misguided
leaders of the house, and struggling in our jobs, because of the very few devotional here that
actually touch on issues unique to men, these were the common themes.| really did try to like it, and
maybe it's something where there was an age-group mismatch (I'm in my thirties).
